EZRA
THE ARGUMENT.

As the Lord is ever merciful unto his Church, and doeth not punish them, but to the intent they should see their own miseries, and be
exercised under the cross, that they might contemn the world and aspire unto the heavens, so after that he had visited the Jewes and
kept them now in bondage seventie years in a strange country among infidels and idolaters, he remembered his tender mercies and
their infirmities, and therefore for his own sake raised them up a deliverer, and moved both the heart of the chief ruler to pity them,
and also by him punished such, which had kept them in servitude. Notwithstanding lest they should grow into a contempt of God'’s
great benefit, he kepeth them stil in exercise, and raiseth domestical enemies, which endeavor as much as they can to hinder their
most worthy enterprise: yet by the exhortation of the Prophets they went forward by little and little til their work was finished. The author
of this book was Ezra, who was Priest, and scribe of the Law, as chap. 7.6, he returned to Jerusalém the sixt year of Darius, who
succeeded Cyrus, that is, more then forty years after the return of the first under Zerubbabél, when the Temple was built. He brought
with him a great company, and much treasures, with letters to the King'’s officers, for all such things as should be necessary for the

Temple: and at his coming he redressed that which was amiss, and set the things in good order.

Chapter 1

1 Cyrus sendeth again the people that was in captivity, 8 And
restoreth them their holy vessels.

N ow *in ®the first year of Cyrus King of Persia (that the word of
the Lord, spoken by the "mouth of Jeremiah, might be
accomplished) the Lord stirred up the °spirit of Cyrus King of
Persia, and he made a proclamation through all his kingdom, and
also by writing, saying.

2 Thus saith Cyrus King of Persia, The Lord God of heaven hath
given me “all the kingdoms of the earth, and he hath commanded
me to build him an house in Jerusalém, which is in Judah.

3 Who is he among you of all his people with whom his God is?
let him go up to Jerusalém which is in Judah, & build the house
of the Lord God of Israél: he is the God, which is in Jerusalém.
4 And every one that remaineth in any place (where he sojourn-
eth) °let the men of his place relieve him with silver and with gold,
and with substance, and with cattle, ‘and with a willing offering,
for the house of God that is in Jerusalém.

5 Then the chief father’s of Judah and Benjamin, and the Priests
and Levites rose up, with allthem whose spirit God had raised to
go up, to build the house of the Lord which is in Jerusalém.

6 And all °they that were about them, strengthened their hands
with vessels of silver, with gold, with substance and with cattle,
and with precious things, besides all that was willingly offered.

7 Also the King Cyrus brought forth the vessels of the house of
the Lord, *which Nebuchadnezzar had taken out of Jerusalém,
and had put them in the house of his god.

8 Even them did Cyrus King of Persia bring forth by the hand of
Mithredéath the treasurer, and counted them unto "Sheshbazzar
the prince of Judah.

9 And this is the number of them, thirty basins of gold, a
thousand basins of silver, nine and twenty 'knives,

10 Thirty bowls of gold, and of silver bowls of the second sort,
four hundreth and ten, and of other vessels, a thousand.

11 All the vessels of gold and silver were five thousand and four

69 They gave after their habilitie unto the treasure of the work,
even one and threescore thousand "drammes of gold, and five
thousand °pieces of silver and an hundreth Priest's garments.
70 So the Priests and the Levites, and a certain of the people,
and the singers, and the porters, and the Nethinims dwelt in their
cities, and all Israél in their cities.

Chapter 3

2 They build the altar of God 6 They offer to the Lord. 7 They
prepare for the Temple, 11 And sing unto the Lord.

And *when the *seventh month was come, and the children of
Israélwere in their cities, the people assembled them selves
as one man unto Jerusalém.

2 Then stood up Jeshua the son of Jozahéak, and his brethren the
Priests, and Zerubbabél the "son of Shealtiél, and his brethren,
and builded the altar of the God of Israél, to offer burnt offerings
thereon, as it is written in the Law of Mosés the man of God,

3 And they set the altar upon °his bases (for fear was among
them, because of the people of those countries) therefore they
offered burnt offerings thereon unto the Lord, even burnt
offerings in the morning and at even.

4 They keptalso the feast of the Tabernacles, as it is written, and
the burnt offering *daily, by number according to the custom day
by day,

5 And afterward “the continual burnt offering, both in the new
months and in all the feast days that were consecrate unto the
Lord, and in all the oblations willingly offered unto the Lord.

6 From the first day of the seventh month began they to offer
burnt offerings unto the Lord: but the foundation of the Temple of
the Lord was not laid.

7 They gave money also unto the masons, and to the workmen,
and meat and drink, and oil unto them of Zidén and of Tyrus, to
bring them cedarwood from Lebandn to the sea unto ~Japhd,

8 1 And in the second year of their comming unto the house of
God in Jerusalém in the *second month began Zerubbabél the
son of Shealtiél, and Jeshla the son of Jozadéak, and the
remnant of their brethren the Priests and the Levites, and all they
that were come out of the captivity unto Jerusalém, and
appointed the Levities from twenty year old and above, to set
forward the work of the house of the Lord.

9 And Jeshula ‘stood with his sons, and his brethren, and
Kadmiél with his sons, and the sons of Judah together to set
forward the workmen in the house of God, and the sons of
Henadad with their sons, and their brethren the Levites.

10 And whenthe builders laid the foundation of the Temple of the
Lord, they appointed the Priests in their apparel with trumpets,
and the Levites the sons of Asaph with cymbals, to praise the
Lord, *after the ordinance of David King of Israél.

11 Thus they sang when they gave praise, and when they gave
thanks unto the Lord, For he is good, for his mercy endureth for
ever toward Israél. And all the people shouted with a great shout,
whenthey praisedthe Lord, because the foundation of the house
of the Lord was laid.

12 Many also of the Priests and the Levites and the chief of the
fathers, ancient men, which had seen the first house, (when the
foundation of this house was laid before their eyes) ‘wept with a
loud voice: and many shouted a loud for joy,

13 So that the people could not discem the sound of the shout
for joy, from the noise of the weeping of the people: for the
people shouted with a loud cry, and the noise was heard far off.

Chapter 4

2 The building of the Temple is hindered and how. 12 Letters to
Artaxerxes, and the answer.

But *the adversaries of Judah and Benjamin heard, that the
children of the captivity builded the Temple unto the Lord
God of Israél.

2 And they came to Zerubbabél, and to the chief fathers, and
said unto them, We wil build with you: for we seek the Lord your
God as ye do: and we have sacrificed unto him since the time of
Esar Haddén King of Asshdr which brought us up hither.

3 Then Zerubbabél, and Jeshua, and the rest of the chief fathers
of Israél, said unto them, It is not for you, but for us to build the
house of our God: *for we ourselves together wil build it unto the
Lord God of Israél, as King Cyrus the King of Persia hath com-
manded us.

4 Wherefore the people of the land ~discouraged the people of
Judah, and troubled them in building,

5 And they °hired counselors against them, to hinder theirdevice,
all the days of Cyrus King of Persia, even until the reign of Darius

Chapter 4

greatest enemies to the true servants of God.

3 b For they perceived what their pretense was, to wit, to erect idolatry in

stead of true religion.

5 ¢ They bribed the governors under the King, to hinder their work thus

6 And in the reign of “Ahashuerdsh (in the beginning of his reign)
wrote they an accusation against the inhabitants of Judah and
Jerusalém.

7 And in the days of *Artahshashte, Mithredath, Tabeél, and the
rest of their companions wrote when it was peace unto
Artahshashte King of Persia, and the writing of the letter was the
Aramites writing, and the thing declared was in the language of
the Aramites.

8 Rehum the ~chancellor, and Shimshéi the scribe wrote a letter
against Jerusalém to Artahshashte the King, in this sort.

9 Then wrote Rehim the chancellor, and Shimshai the scribe,
and their companions ‘Dinaié, and Apharsathcaié, Tarpelaié,
Apharsaié, Archevaié, Bablaié, Shushanchaié, Dehavé, Elmaié,
10 And the rest of the people whom the great and noble
9Asnappai brought over, and set in the cities of Samaria, and
other that are beyond the "River and 'Cheéneth.

11 § This is the copy of the letter that they sent unto King
Artahshashte, THY SERVANTS the men beyond the River and
Cheéneth, salute thee.

12 Be it known unto the King that the Jewes, which came up
from thee to us, are come unto Jerusalém (a city rebellious and
wicked) and build, and lay the foundations of the walls, and have
joined the foundations.

13 Be it known now unto the King, that if this city be built, and the
foundations of the walls laid, they wil not give toll, tribute, nor
kcustom: so shalt thou hinder the King's tribute.

14 Now therefore because “we have been brought up in the
King's palace, it was not mete for us to see the King’s dishonor:
for this cause have we sent and certified the King,

15 That one may search in the book of the Chronicles of thy
fathers, and thou shalt find in the book of the Chronicles, and
perceive that this city is rebellious and noisome unto Kings and
provinces, and that they have moved sedition of old time, for the
which cause this city was destroyed.

16 We certify the King therefore, that if this city be builded, and
the foundation of the walls laid, by this means the portion beyond
the River shal not be thine.

17 1 The King sent an answer unto Rehum chancellor, and
Shimshai the scribe, and to the rest of their companions that
dwelt in Samaria, and unto the other beyond the River, 'Shelam
and "Cheéth.

18 1 The letter which ye sent unto us, hath been openly read
before me,

19 And | have commanded and they have searched, and found,
that this city of old time hath made insurrection against Kings,
and hath rebelled, and rebellion hath been committed therein.
20 There have been mighty Kings also over Jerusalém, which
have ruled over all beyond the River, and toll, tribute, and custom
was given unto them.

21 Make ye now a decree, that those men may cease, and that
the city be not built, til | have given another commandment.

23 When the copy of King Artahshashte’s letter was read before
Rehdm and Shimshai the scribe, and their companions, they
went up in all the haste to Jerusalém unto the Jewes, and
caused them to cease by force and power.

24 Then "ceased the work of the house of God, which was in
Jerusalém, and did stay unto the second year of Darius King of
Persia.

Chapter 5

1 Haggai and Zechariah do prophesy. 3 The work of the Temple
goeth forward contrary to the mind of Tatnai. 6 His letters to
Darius.

—I—hen ~*Haggai a Prophet and Zechariah the son of Iddé a
Prophet prophecied unto the Jewes that were in Judah, and
Jerusalém, in the Name of the God of Israél, even unto them.
2 Then Zerubbabél the son of Shealtiél, and Jeshda the son of
Jozadak arose, & began to build the house of God at Jerusalém,
and with them were the Prophets of God, which ®helped them.
3 7 At the same time came to them Tatnai, which was captain
beyond the River, and Shether-boznai andtheir companions, and
said thus unto them, Who hath given you commandmentto build
this house, and to lay the foundations of these walls?

4 *Then said we unto them after this manner, What are the
names of the men that build this building?

5 But the °eye of their God was upon the Elders of the Jewes,
that they could not cause them to cease, til the matter came to
Darius: and then they answered by letters thereunto.

6 The copy of the letter, that Tatnai captain beyond the River,
and Shether-boznai and his companions Apharsechaié, (which
were beyond the River) sent unto King Darius.

7 They sent a letter unto him, wherein it was written thus, UNTO
DARIUS the King, all peace.

8 Be it known unto the King, that we went into the province of
Judea, to the house of the great God, which is builded with
"great stones, and beams are laid in the walls, and this work is
wrought speedily, and prospereth in their hands.

9 Then asked we those Elders, and said unto them thus, Who
hath given you commandment to build this house, and to lay the
foundation of these walls?

10 We asked their names also, that we might certify thee, and
that we might write the names of the men that were their rulers.
11 But they answered us thus, and said, We are the servants of
the God of heaven and earth, and build the house that was built
of old and many years ago, which a “great King of Israél *builded,
and founded it.

12 But after that our fathers had provoked the God of heaven
unto wrath, *he gave them over into the hand of Nebuchadnezzar
King of Babél the Caldean, and he destroyed this house, and
carried the people away captive unto Babél.

13 But in the *first year of Cyrus King of Babél, King Cyrus made

14 And the vessels of gold and silver of the house of God, which
Nebuchadnezzar took out of the Temple, thatwas in Jerusalém,
and brought them into the Temple of Babél, those did Cyrus the
King take out of the Temple of Babél, and they gave them unto
one ‘Sheshbazzar by his name, whom he had made captain.
15 And he said unto him, Take these vessels and go thy way,
and put them in the Temple that is in Jerusalém, and let the
house of God be built in his place.

16 Then came the same Sheshbazzéar and laid the foundation of
the house of God, which is in Jerusalém, and since that time
even until now, hath it been in building, yet is it not finished.

17 Now therefore if it please the King, let there be search made
in the house of the King’s ®treasures, which is there in Babél,
whether a decree hath been made by King Cyrus, to build this
house of God in Jerusalém, and let the King send his mind
concerning this.

Chapter 6

At the commandment of Darius King of Persia, after the Temple
was builded and dedicate, the children of Israél keep the feast of
unleavened bread.

hen *King Darius gave commandment, and they made
search in the Mibrary of the treasures, which were there laid
up in Babél.
2 And there was found in a ®coffer (in the palace that was in the
province of the Medes) a volume, and therein was it thus written,
as a memorial,
3 IN THE FIRST year of King Cyrus, King Cyrus made a decree
for the house of God in Jerusalém, Let the house be built, even
the place where they offered sacrifices, and let the walls thereof
be joined together: let the height thereof be three score cubits,
and the breadth thereof three score cubits,
4 Three "orders of ~great stones, and one order of timber, and let
the expenses be given of the King's house.
5 And also let them render the vessels of the house of God (of
gold and silver, which Nebuchadnezzar took out of the Temple,
which was in Jerusalém, and brought unto Babél) and let "him go
unto the Temple that is in Jerusalém to his place and put them
in the house of God.

11 And | have made a decree, that whosoever shal alter this
sentence, the wood shal be pulled down from his house, and
shalbe set up, and he shal be hanged thereon, and his house
shal be made a dung hill for this.

12 And the God that hath caused his Name °to dwell there,
destroy all Kings and people that put their hand to alter, and to
destroy this house of God, which is in Jerusalém. | Darius have
made a decree, let it be done with speed.

13 1 *Then Tatnai the captain beyond the River, and Shethar
Boznai and their companions, according to that which Darius had
sent, so they did speedily.

14 So the Elders of the Jewes builded, and they prospered by
the prophecying of 'Haggai the Prophet, and Zechariah the son
of 1ddd, and they builded and finished it, by the appointment of
the God of Israél, and by the commandment of Cyrus and Darius,
and Artahshashte King of Persia.

15 And this house was finished the third day of the month °Adar,
which was "the sixth year of the reign of King Darius.

16 1 And the children of Israél, the Priests, and the Levites, and
the residue of the children of the captivity kept the dedication of
this house of God with joy,

17 And offered at the dedication of this house of God an
hundreth bullocks, two hundreth rams, four hundreth lambs and
twelve goats, for the sin of all Israél, according to the number of
the tribes of Israél.

18 And they set the Priests in their order, and the Levites in their
courses over the service of God in Jerusalém, as it is written in
the *book of Mosés.

19 And the children of the captivity kept the Passover on the
fourteenth day of the first month.

20 (For the Priests and the Levities were purified all together)
and they killed the Passover for all the children of the captivity,
and for their brethren the Priests, and for them selves.

21 So the children of Israél which were come again out of captiv-
ity, and all such as had 'separated them selves unto them, from
the filthiness of the heathen of the land, to seek the Lord God of
Israél, did eat,

22 And they kept the feast of unleavened bread seven days with
joy: for the Lord had made them glad, and turned the heart of the
King of *“Asshur unto them, to “encourage them in the work of the
house of God, even the God of Israél.

Chapter 7

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2 The son of Shallim, the son of Zaddk, the son of Ahitab,

3 The son of Amariah, the son of Azariah, the son of Merai6th,
4 The son of Zeraiah, ths son of Uzzi, the son of Bukki,

5 The son of Abisshua, the son of Phinehas, the son of Eleazar,
the son of "Aardn; the chief Priest.

6 This Ezra came up from Babél, and was a °scribe promptin the
Law of Mosés, which the Lord God of Israél had given, and the
King gave him all his request according to the hand of the Lord
his God which was upon him.

7 And there went up certain of the children of Israél, and of the
Priests, and the Levites, and the singers, and the porters, and
the Nethinims unto Jerusalém, in the seventh year of King
Artahshashte.

8 And he came to Jerusalém in the %fifth month, which was in the
seventh year °of the King.

9 For upon the first day of the first month began he to go up
from Babél, & on the first day of the first month came he to Jeru-
salém, according to the good hand of his God that was upon him.
10 For Ezra had prepared his heart to seek the Law of the Lord,
and to do it, and to teach the precepts and judgements in Israél.
11 7 And this is the copy of the letter that King Artahshashte
gave unto Ezrathe Priest and scribe, even a writer of the words
of the commandments of the Lord, and of his statutes over Israél.

16 And all the silver and gold that thou canst find in all the
province of Babél, with the free offering of the people, and that
which the Priests offer willingly to the house of their God which
is in Jerusalém,

17 That thou maiest buy speedily with this silver, bullocks, rams,
lambs, with their meat offerings and their drink offerings: and
thou shalt offer them upon the altar of the house of your God,
which is in Jerusalém.

18 And whatsoever it pleaseth thee and thy brethren to do with
the rest of the silver, and gold, do ye it according to the wil of
your “God.

19 And the vessels that are given thee for the service of the
house of thy God, those deliver thou before God in Jerusalém.
20 And the residue that shalbe needful for the house of thy God,
which shalbe mete for thee to bestow, thou shalt bestow it out of
the King'’s treasure house,

21 And | King Artahshashte have given commandment to all the
treasurers which are beyond 'the River, that whatsoever Ezra the

22 Unto an hundreth talents of silver, unto an hundreth
“measures of wheat, and unto an hundreth baths of wine, and
unto an hundreth "baths of oil, and salt without writing.

23 Whatsoever is by the commandment of the God of heaven,
let it be done speedily for the house of the God of heaven: for
why should he be wrath "against the realm of the King, and his
children?

24 And we certify you, that upon any of the Priests, Levites,
singers, porters, Nethinims, or ministers in this house of God,
there shal no governor lay upon them toll, tribute nor custom.
25 And thou Ezra (after the wisdom of thy God, that is in thine
hand) °set judges and arbiters, which may judge all the people
that is beyond the River, even all that know the Law of thy God,
and teach ye them that know it not.

26 And whosoever wil not do the Law of thy God, and the King’'s
law, let him have judgement without delay, whether it be unto
death, or to banishment, or to confiscation of goods, or to impris-
onment.

27 "Blessed be the Lord God of our fathers, which so hath putin
the King’s heart, to beautify the house of the Lord that is in
Jerusalém,

28 And hath inclined mercy toward me, before the King and his
counselors, and before all the King’s mighty princes: and | was
comforted by the hand of the Lord my God which was upon me,
and | gathered the chief of Israél to go up with me.

22 For | was %ashamed to require of the King an army and
horsemen, to help us againstthe enemy in the way, because we
had spoken to the King, saying, The hand of our God is upon all
them that seek him, in goodness, but his power and his wrath is
against all them that forsake him.

23 So we fasted, and besought our God for this and he was
entreated of us.

24 Then | separated twelve of the chief of the Priests, Sherebiah,
and Hashabiah, and ten of their brethren with them,

25 And weighed them the silver and the gold, and the vessels,
even the offering of the house of our God, which the King and his
counselors, and his princes, and all Israél that were present had
offered.

26 And | weighed unto their hand six hundreth and fifty "talents
of silver, and in silver vessel, an hundreth talents, and in gold, an
hundreth talents:

27 And twenty basins of gold, of a thousand 'drammes, and two
vessels of shining brass very good, and precious as gold.

28 § And | said unto them, Ye are consecrate unto the Lord, and
the vessels are consecrate, and the gold and the silver are freely
offered unto the Lord God of your fathers.

29 Watch ye, and keep them until ye weigh them before the chief
Priests and the Levites, and the chief fathers of Israél in

30 So the Priests and the Levites received the weight of the
silver and of the gold, and of the vessels to bring them to
Jerusalém, unto the house of our God.

31 1 Then we departed from the River of Ahava on the twelfth
day of the first month, to go unto Jerusalém, and the hand of our
God was upon us, and delivered us from the hand of the enemy,
and of such as layed “wait by the way.

32 And we came to Jerusalém, and abode there three days.
33 And on the fourth day was the silver weighed, and the gold
and the vessel in the house of our God by the hand of Merem6th
the son of Uriah the Priest, and with him was Eleazar the son of
Phinehas, and with them was Jozabad the son of Jeshia, and
Noadiéh the son of Binnai the 'Levites,

34 By number and by weight of every one, and all the weight was
written at the same time.

35 Also the children of the captivity, which were come out of cap-
tivity, offered burnt offerings unto the God of Israél, twelve bull-
ocks for all Israél, ninety and sixrams, seventy and seven lambs,
and twelve he goats for sin: all was a burnt offering of the Lord.

Chapter 9

When *as these things were done, the rulers came to me,
saying, The people of Israél, and the Priests and the Levites
are not °separated from the people of the lands (as touching their
abominations) to wit, of the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Periz-
zites, the Jebusites, the Ammonites, the Moabites, the Egyptians,
and the Amorites.

2 For they have taken their daughters to them selves, and to their
sons, and they have mixed the holy seed with the people of the
lands, and the hand of the "princes and rulers hath been chief in
this trespass.

3 But when | heard this saying, | rent my clothes & my garment,
and plucked off the hair of mine head, and of my beard, and sat
done ‘astonied.

4 And there assembled unto me all that feared the words of the
God of Israél, because of the transgression of them of the
captivity. And | sat down astonied until the *evening sacrifice.

5 And at the evening sacrifice | arose up from mine heaviness,
and when | had rent my clothes and my garment, | fell upon my
knees, and spread out mine hands unto the Lord my God,

6 And said, O my God, | am confounded and ashamed, to lift up
mine eyes unto thee my God: for our iniquities are increased
over our head, and our trespass is grown up unto °the heaven.
7 From the days of our fathers have we been in a great trespass
unto this day, and for our iniquities have we, our Kings, and our
Priests been delivered into the hand of the Kings of the lands,

31 k This declared that their journey was full of danger, and yet God
delivered them according to their prayer.
33 | This was a token of a good conscience and of his integrity, that he
would have witnesses of his fidelity.

9 For though we were bondmen, yet our God hath not forsaken
us in our bondage, but hath inclined mercy unto us in the sight
of the Kings of Persia, to give us life, and to erect the house of
our God, and to redress the desolate places thereof, and to give
us a wall in Judah and in Jerusalém.

10 And now, our God, what shal we say after this? for we have
forsaken thy commandments.

11 Which thou hast commanded by thy servants the Prophets,
saying, *The land whereunto ye go to possess it, is an unclean
land, because of the filthiness of the people of the lands, which
by their abominations, and by their uncleanness have filed itfrom
corner to corner.

12 Now therefore shal ye not give your daughters unto their
sons, neither shal ye take their daughters unto your sons, nor
seek their *peace nor wealth for ever, that ye may be strong and
eat the goodness of the land, and leave it for an inheritance to
your sons for ever.

Chapter 10
1 The people repent and turn, and put away their strange wives.

Whiles *Ezra prayed thus, and *confessed him self weeping,
and falling down before the house of God, there assembled
unto him of Israél a very great Congregation of men and women
and children: for the people wept with a great lamentation.

2 Then Shechaniadh the son of Jehiél one of the sons of Elam,
answered, and said to Ezra, We have trespassed against our
God, and have taken strange wives of the people of the land, yet
now there is "hope in Israél concerning this.

3 Now therefore let us make a covenant with our God, to put
away ‘all the wives (and such as are born of them) according to
the counsel of the Lord, & of those that fear the commandments
of our God, and let it be done according to the Law.

4 Arise: for the matter “belongeth unto thee: we also wil be with
thee: be of comfort and do it.

8 And whosoever would not come within three days according to
the counsel of the princes and Elders, all his substance should
be ~orfeit, and he should be separate from the Congregation of
them of the captivity.

9 1 Then all the men of Judah and Benjamin assembled them
selves unto Jerusalém within three days, which was the twentieth
day of the °ninth month, and all the people satin the street of the
house of God, trembling for this matter, and for the "rain.

10 And Ezra the Priest stood up, and said unto them, Ye have
transgressed, and have taken strange wives, to ‘increase the
trespass of Israél.

11 Now therefore "give praise unto the Lord God of your fathers,
and do his wil and separate your selves from the people of the
land, and from the strange wives.

12 And all the Congregation answered, and said with a loud
voice, So wil we do according to thy words unto us.

13 But the people are many, and it is a rainy weather, and we are
not able to stand without, neither is it the work of one day or two:
for we are many that have offended in this thing.

14 Let our rulers stand therefore ‘before all the Congregation,
and let all them which have taken strange wives in our cities,
come at the time appointed, and with them the Elders of every
city and the judges thereof, til the fierce wrath of our God for this
matter turn away from us.

15 Then were appointed Jonathan the son of Asah-él, and
Jahaziah the son of Tikuah over this matter, and Meshullam and
Shabbethai the Levites helped them.
