THE ARGUMENT

This book of Psalmes is set forth unto us by the holie Gost to be esteemed as a most precious treasure, wherein all things are
contained that appertain to true felicitie: aswel, in this life present as in the life to come. For the riches of true knowledge, and
heavenly wisdom are here set open for us, to take thereof most abundantly. If we would know the great, and high majesty of God,
here we may see the brightness thereof shine most clearly. If we would seek his incomprehensible wisdom, here is the school of the
same profession. If we would comprehend his inestimable bounty, and approach near thereunto, and fill your hands with that
treasure, here we may have a most lively, and comfortable taste thereof. If we would know wherein standeth our salvation, and how
to attain to life everlasting, here is Christ our only redeemer, and mediator most evidently described. The rich man may learn the true
use of his riches. The poor man may find full contentation. He that wil rejoyce, shal know the true joy, and how to keep measure
therein. They that are afflicted and oppressed, shal see wherein standeth their comfort, and how they ought to praise God when he
sendeth them deliverance. The wicked and the persecutors of the children of God shal see how the hand of God is ever against them:
and though he suffer them to prosper for a while, yet he brideleth them, in so much as they can not touch an hair of one’s head, except
he permit them, and how in the end their destruction is most miserable. Briefly, here we have most present remedies against all
tentations, and troubles of mind and conscience, so that being practiced herein, we may be assured against all dangers in this life, live
in the true fear, and love of God, and at length attain to that incorruptible crown of glory, which is laid up for all them that love the

comming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Book 1 Psalms 1 -41
PSAL. 1.

Whether it was Esdras, or any other that gathered the Psalmes
into a book, it semeth he did set this Psalme first in manner of a
preface, to exhort all godly men to study, and meditate the
heavenly wisdom. For the effect hereof is, 1 That they be
blessed, which give them selves wholy all their life to the holy
Scriptures. 4 And that the wicked contemners of God, thought
they seem for a while happy, yet at length shal come to
miserable destruction.

%Lessed is the man that doeth not walk in the 2counsel of
the wicked, nor stand in the way of sinners, nor sit in the
seat of the scornful:

2 But his delite is in the *Law of the Lord, and in his PLaw doeth
he meditate day and night.

3 For he shal be like a *tre planted by the rivers of waters, that
wil bring forth her fruit in due season: whose leaf shal not fade:
so ‘whatsoever he shal do, shal prosper.

4 9The wicked are not so, but as the chaff, which the wind
driveth away.

5 Therefore the wicked shal not stand in the ®©Judgement, nor
sinners in the assembly of the righteous.

6 For the Lord 'knoweth the way of the righteous, and the way of
the wicked shal perish.

PSAL. 2.

6 The Prophet David rejoyceth that notwithstanding his enemy s
rage, yet God wil continue his kingdom for ever and advance it
even to the end of the world, 10 And therefore exhorteth Kings
and rulers, that they would humbly submit them selves under

~Or. Praises, according to the Ebrewes: and were chiefly institute to
praise, and give thanks to God for his benefits. They are called the
Psalms, or Songs of David because the most part were made by him.

1 a When that man has given once place to evil counsel, or to his own
concupiscence, he begins to forget himself in his sin, and so falls in to
contempt of God, which contempt is called the seat of the scorners.

6 f Does approve & prosper, like as not to know, is to reprove and reject.

God s yoke, because it is in vain to resist God. Herein is figured
Christ s kingdom.

Hy do the 2heathen *rage, and the people murmur in
vain? 2 The Kings of the earth band them selves, and the
princes are assembled together against the Lord, and against
his ~Christ.

4 *But he that dwelleth in the heaven shal laugh: The Lord shal
have them in derision.
5 ¢Then shal he speak unto them in his wrath, and vex them in
his sore displeasure, saying,

7 1 wil declare the 9decree: that is, the Lord hath said unto me,
*Thou art my Son: this ¢day have | begotten thee.
8 Ask of me, and | shal give thee the heathen for thine
inheritance, and the fends of the earth for thy possession.
9 *Thou shalt crush them with a scepter of iron, and break them
in pieces like a potter’s vessel.
10 9Be wise now therefore, ye Kings: be learned ye Judges of
the earth.
11 Serve the Lord in fear, and rejoice in trembling.
12 "Kiss the Son, lest he be angry, & ye ‘perish in the way, when
his wrath shal suddenly burn, blessed are all that trust in him.

PSAL. 3.

1 David driven forth of his kingdom, was greatly tormented in
mind for his sins against God: 4 And therefore calleth upon God,

1 a The conspiracy of the Gentiles, and murmuring of the Jews, and
power of Kings can not prevail against Christ.

1*Act. 4.25.

2 "Or, anointed.

3 b Thus the wicked say, that they will cast off the yoke of God and of his
Christ.

5 ¢ God’s plagues will declare that in resisting his Christ, they fought
against him.

7 d To show that my vocation to the kingdom is of God.

7 e That is to say, as touching man’s knowledge, because it was the first
time that David appeared to be elected of God. So is it applied to Christ
in his first coming and manifestation to the world.

12 i When the wicked shall say, Peace and rest, seeming yet to be but in
the midway of their purposes, then shall destruction suddenly come, 1
Thess.

PSAL. 4.

1 When Saul persecuted him, he called upon God, trusting most
assuredly in his promise, and therefore boldly reproveth his
enemies, who willfully resisted his dominion, 7 And finally
preferreth the favor of God before all worldly treasures.

%Ear me when | call, ®6 God of my righteousness: thou hast
set me at liberty, when | was ©in distress: have mercy upon
me and hearken unto my prayer.

3 For be ye sure that the Lord hath chosen to him self fa godlie
man: the Lord wil hear when | call unto him.

6 Many say, Who wil shew us any good? but Lord, lift up the
light of thy countenance upon us.

7 Thou hast given me more joy of heart, then they have had,
when their wheat and their wine did abunde.

1 a This was a token of his stable faith, that for all his troubles he had his
recourse to God.
2 b Selah here signifies a lifting up of the voice, to cause us to consider
the sentence, as a thing, of great importance.
6 ¢ When he considered the truth of God’s promise, and tried the same,
his faith increased marvelously.
8 d Be the dangers never so great or many, yet God has ever means to
deliver his.

Psalm 4
a Among them that were appointed to sing the Psalms, and to play on
the instruments, one was appointed chief to set the tune, and to begin:
who had the charge, because he was most excellent, and he began this
Psalm on the instrument called Neginoth, or in a tune so called.
1 b You that are the defender of my just cause.
1 ¢ Both of mind and body.
2 d You that think yourselves noble in this world.
2 e Though your enterprises please you never so much, yet God will
bring them to nought.
3 f A King that walks in his vocation.
4 g For fear of God’s Judgement.
4 h Cease your rage.
5i Serve God purely and not with outward ceremonies.
6 k The multitude seek worldly wealth, but David sets his felicity in God’s
favor.
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8 1 wil lay me down, and also sleep in peace: for thou, Lord, 'only
makest me dwell in safety.

PSAL. 5.
1 David oppressed with the crueltie of his enemies, and fearing
greater dangers, calleth to God for succour, shewing how
requisite it is that God should punish the malice of his
adversaries. 7 After being assured of prosperous success, he
conceiveth comfort, 12 Concluding that when God shal deliver
him, others also shal be partakers of the same mercies.

8 Lead me, 0 Lord, in thy righteousness, because of mine
enemies: make thy way plain before my face.

9 For no constancy is in their mouth: within, they are very
corruption: their *throat is an open sepulchre, and they flatter
with their tongue.

10 Destroy them, 6 God: Met them 9fall from their counsels: cast
them out for the multitude of their iniquities, because them have
rebelled against thee.

11 And "let all them that trust in thee, rejoyce and triumph for
ever, and cover thou them: and let them, that love thy Name,
rejoyce in thee.

12 For thou Lord wilt ~bless the righteous, and with favor 'wilt
compass him, as with a shield.

PSAL. 6.

1 When David by his sins had provoked God s wrath, and now
felt not only his hand against him, but also conceived the horrors
of death everlasting, he desireth forgiveness, 6 Bewailing that if
God took him away in his indignation, he should lack occasion to
praise him as he was want to do, whiles he was among men. 9
Then suddenly feeling Gods mercy, he sharply rebuketh his
enemies which rejoiced in his affliction.

8 *Away from me all ye workers of iniquity: for the Lord hath
heard the voice of my weeping.
9 The Lord hath heard my petition, the Lord will receive my
prayer.
10 All mine enemies shal be confounded and sore vexed: they
shal be turned back, and put to shame fsuddenly.

PSAL. 7.

1 Being falsely accused by Chush one of Saul s kinsemen, he
calleth to God to be his defender, 2 To whom he commendeth
his innocencie, 9 First shewing that his conscience did not
accuse him of any evil toward Saul, 10 Next that it touched
God s glorie to award sentence against the wicked. 12 And so
entering into the consideration of God s mercies and promise,
he waxeth bold and derideth the vain enterprises of his
enemies, 16 Threatening that it shal fall on their own neck that
which they have purposed for others.

to compass such great mercies.

1 After he had given thanks to God for the sundrie victories that
he had sent him against his enemies, and also proved by
manifold experience how ready God was at hand in all his
troubles 14 He being now likewise in danger of new enemies,
desireth God to help him according to his wonte, 17 And to
destroy the malicious arrogancie of his adversaries.

3’ Will praise the Lord with my 2whole heart: | will speak of all
thy marvelous works. 2 | wil be glad, and rejoice in thee: | wil

PSAL. 10.

1 He complaineth of the fraud, rapine, tyrannie, and all kinds of
wrong, which worldelie men use, assigning the cause thereof,
that wicked men, being as it were drunken with worldelie
prosperitie, and therefore setting apart all fear and reverence
towards God, think they may do all things without controverting
(opposition). 15 Therefore he calleth upon God to send some
remedie against these desperate evils, 16 And at length
comforteth him self with hope of deliverance.

wHy standest thou far off, 6 Lord, and hidest thee in 2due
time, even in afflicion? 2 The wicked with pride doeth
persecute the poor: let them be taken in the crafts that they have
imagined.

3 For the wicked hath Pmade boast of his own heart’s desire,
and the covetous blesseth him self: he contemneth the Lord.

4 The wicked is so proud that he seketh not for God: he thinketh
alwaies, There is no God.

5 His waies alwaie prosper: thy Judgements are high above his
sight: therefore ~defieth he all his enemies.

7 His mouth is ful of cursing and deceit and fraud: under his
tongue is mischief and iniquity.

8 9He lieth in wait in the villages: in the secret places doeth he
murther the innocent: he eyes are bent against the poor.

9 He lieth in wait secretly, even as a lyon in his den: he lieth in
wait to spoil the poor: he doeth spoil the poor, when he draweth
him into his net.

10 He crowcheth and boweth: therefore heaps of the ®poor do
fall by his might.

11 He hath said in his heart, God hath forgotten, he hideth awaie
his face, and wil never see.

12 Arise, 6 Lord God: lift up thine hand: forget not the poor.

13 Wherefore doeth the wicked contemn God? he saieth in his
heart, Thou wilt not regard.

14 Yet thou hast seen it: for thou beholdest mischief and wrong,
that thou maiest "take it into thine hands: the poor committeth
him self unto thee: for thou art the helper of the fatherless.

15 Break thou the arm of the wicked and malicious: search his
wickedness, and thou shalt find ‘none.

16 The Lord is King for ever & ever: the heathen are destroyed
forth of his land.

17 Lord, thou hast heard the desire of the poor: thou preparest

PSAL. 11.

1 This psalme conteineth two parts. In the first David sheweth
how hard assaults of tentations he sustained, and in how great
anguish of mind he was, when Sadl did persecute him. 4 Then
next he rejoyceth that God sent him succour in his necessitie,
declaring his justice aswel in governing the good, and the
wicked men, as the whole world.

N the Lord put | my trust: how say ye then to my soul, 2Flee
to your mountain as a bird? 2 For lo, the wicked bend their
bow, and make ready their arrows upon the string, that they may
secretly shoot at them, which are upright in heart.
3 For the foundations are cast down: what hath the °righteous
done?
4 The Lord is in his holie palace: the Lord’s throne is in the heav-
en: his eyes %wil consider: his eye lids wil try the children of men.
5 The Lord wil try the righteous: but the wicked and him that
loveth iniquity, doeth his soul hate.

faithful may be assured that Christ shal always conquer and
overcome by the unspeakable power of his Father, though all
the whole world should strive there against.

1 a He reproaches unto man his ingratitude, seeing the heavens, which

are dumb creatures, set forth God’s glory

2 b The continual success of the day and the night is sufficient to declare

God’s power and goodness.

3 ¢ The heavens are a schoolmaster to all nations, be they never so

barbarous.

4 d The heavens are as a line of great capital letters to show unto us

God’s glory.
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5 Which commeth forth as a bridegroom out of his echamber,
and rejoyceth like a mighty man to run his race.

6 His going out is from the end of the heaven, & his compass is
unto the ends of the same, and none is hid from the heat thereof.
7 The fLaw of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul: the testi-
mony of the Lord is sure, and giveth wisdom unto the simple.

8 They shal be Ysatisfied with the fatness of thine house, and
thou shalt give them drink out of the river of thy pleasures.

9 For with thee is the well of life, and in thy light shal we see light.
10 Extend thy loving kindness unto them that "know thee, and
thy righteousness unto them that are upright in heart.

11 Let not the foot of pride come against me, and let not the
hand of the wicked men move me.

12 XThere they are fallen that work iniquity: they are cast down,
and shal not be able to rise.

PSAL. 37.

1 This Psalme conteineth exhortation and consolation for the
weak, that are grieved at the prosperity of the wicked, and the
affliction of the godly. 7 For how prosperously soever the wicked
do live for the time, he doeth affirm their felicitie to be vain and
transitory, because they are not in the favor of God, but in the
end they are destroyed as his enemies, 11 And how miserably
that the righteous semeth to live in the world, yet his end is
peace, and he is in the favor of God, he is delivered from the
wicked and preserved.

ﬁ’Reate not 2thy self because of the wicked men, neither be
envious for the evil doers. 2 For they shal soon be Pcut
down like grass, and shal wither as the green herb.

7 f When God suffers the wicked to prosper, it seems to the flesh that he
favors their doings.
8 g Meaning, except he moderate his affections, he shall be led to do as
they do.
10 h He corrects the impatience of our nature, which cannot abide till the
fullness of God’s time be come.
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11 But *meek men shal possess the earth, and shal have their
delite in the multitude of peace.

12 The wicked practiseth against the just, and gnasheth his
teeth against him.

13 But the Lord shal laugh him to scorn: for he seeth, that his
day is coming.

14 The wicked have drawn their sword, and have bent their bow,
to cast down the poor and needy, and to slay such as be of
upright conversation.

15 But their sword shal enter into their own heart, and their bows
shal be broken.

17 m Which signifies a fervent mind and sure trust to obtain his petition,
which thing made him earnest at all times in prayer.
18 n Even the Angels of God fought on my side against my enemies, 2
Kings 6.16.
19 o But their prosperous estate still continues.
20 p I did not provoke him, but was at peace with him, yet he made war
against me.
22 "Or gift: to wit, which you would that God should give you.

3 For thy loving kindness is better then life: therefore my lips
shall praise thee.

4 Thus will | magnifie thee all my life, and lift up my hands in thy
Name.

5 My soul shal be satisfied, as with ¥marow and fatness, and my
mouth shal praise thee with joyful lips,

1 a You give daily new occasion to your Church to praise you.
2 b Not only the Jews, but also the Gentiles in the kingdom of Christ.
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3 Wicked deeds ¢have prevailed against me: but thou wilt be
merciful unto our transgressions.

4 Blessed is he, whom thou chusest and causest to come to
thee: he shal dwell in thy courts, and we shal be satisfied with
the pleasures of thine House, even of thine holie Temple.

5 O God of our salvation, thou wilt Yanswer us with fearful signs
in thy righteousness, 6 thou the hope of all the ends of the earth,
and of them that are far off in the ®sea.

6 He stablisheth the mountains by his power: and is girded
about with strength.

7 He appeaseth the noise of the seas and the noise of the
waves thereof, and the tumults of the people.

5 They are not in trouble as other men, neither are they plagued
with other men.
6 ‘Therefore pride is as a chain unto them, and cruelty covereth
them as a garment.
7 Their eyes stand out for fatness: ~they have more then heart
can wish.
8 They are licencious, and speak wickedly of their oppression:
they talk presumptuously.
9 They Yset their mouth against heaven, and their tongue
walketh through the earth.
10 Therefore his ¢people turn hither: for waters of a full cup are
wrung out to them.
11 And they 'say, How doeth God know it? or is there knowledge
in the most High?
12 Lo, these are the wicked, yet prosper they alway, and
increase in riches.

9 d They blaspheme God and fear not his power, and rail upon men,
because they esteem themselves above all others.

5 d By the testimony and Law he means the Law written, which they
were commanded to teach their children, Deu. 6.7.

38 x Because he would ever have some remnant of a Church to praise
his Name in earth, he suffered not their sins to overcome his mercy.
41y That is, they tempted him oft times.

41 z As they all do that measure the power of God by their capacity.

42 a The forgetfulness of God’s benéfits is the root of rebellion & all vice.
45 b This word signifies a confused mixture of flies and venomous
worms. Some take it for all sorts of serpents, some for all wild beasts.
46 ¢ He repeats not here all the miracles that God did in Egypt, but
certain which might be sufficient to convince the people of malice and
ingratitude.

49 d So called, either of the effect: that is, of punishing the wicked, or els
because they were wicked spirits, whom God permitted to vex men.
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51 And smote all the firstborn in Egypt, even the ¢beginning of
their strength in the tabernacles of Ham.

52 But he made his people to go out like sheep, and led them in
the wilderness like a flock.

53 Yea, he carried them out safely, and they %eared not, and the
Sea covered their enemies.

54 And he brought them unto the borders of his "Sanctuarie:
even to this Mountain, which his right hand purchased.

55 *He cast out the heathen also before them and caused them
to fall to the lot of his inheritance, and made the tribes of Israél to
dwell in their tabernacles.

56 Yet they tempted, and provoked the most high God, and kept
not his testimonies,

57 But turned back and dealt falsely like their fathers: they
turned like a deceitful bow.

58 And they kprovoked him to anger with their high places, and
moved him to wrath with their graven images.

59 God heard this and was wroth, and greatly abhorred Israél,
60 So that he 'forsoke the habitation of Shild, even the
Tabernacle where he dwelt among men,

61 And delivered his Mpower in to captivity, and his beauty into
the enemy’s hand.

62 And he gave up his people to the sword, and was angry with
his inheritance.

63 The fyre "devoured their chosen men, and their maids were
not °praised.

64 Their Priests fell by the sword, & their Pwidows lamented not.
65 But the Lord awaked as one out of sleep, and as a strong
man that after his 9wine cryeth out,

66 And smote his enemies in the hinder parts, and put them to a
perpetual shame.

67 Yet he refused the tabernacle of 'Joséph, and chose not the
tribe of Ephraim:

68 But chose the tribe of Judah, and mount Zién which he loved.
69 And he sbuilt his Sanctuary as an high palace, like the earth,
which he stablished for ever.

70 He chose David also his servant, and took him from the
sheepfolds.

71 Even from behind the ewes with young brought he him to
feed his people in Jaakdb, and his inheritance in Israél.

72 So he fed them according to the simplicity of his heart, and

61 m The Ark is called his power and beauty, because thereby he
defended his people, and beautifully appeared unto them.

63 n They were suddenly destroyed, 1 Sam. 4.10.

63 0 They had no marriage songs: that is, they were not married.

64 p Either they were slain before or taken prisoners of their enemies,
and so were forbidden.

65 g Because they were drunken in their sins, they judged God'’s
patience to be a slumbering as though he were drunken: therefore he
answering their beastly judgement, he says he will awaked and take
sudden vengeance.

67 r Showing that he spared not altogether the Israelites, though he
punished their enemies.

69 s By building the Temple and establishing the kingdom, he declared
that the signs of his favor were among them.

72 t He shows wherein a King’s charge stands: to wit, to provide faithful-
ly for his people, to guide them by counsel, and defend them by power.
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guided them by the discretion of his hands.

PSAL. 79.

1 The Israelites complain to God for the great calamitie and
oppression that they suffered by God’s enemies, 8 And
confessing their sins, flee to God’s mercies with ful hope of
deliverance, 10 Because their calamities were joined with the
contempt of his Name, 13 For the which they promise to be
thankful.

1 A Psalme committed to Asaph.

God, 2the heathen are come into thine inheritance: thine

holie Temple have they defiled, and made Jerusalém
heaps of stones.
2 The Pdead bodies of thy servants have they given to be meat
unto fowls of the heaven: and the flesh of thy Saints unto the
beasts of the earth.
3 Their blood have they shed like waters round about
Jerusalém, and there was none to bury them.
4 We are a reproach to our neighbors, even a scorn & derision
unto them that are round about us.
5 Lord, how long wilt thou be angry for ever? shal thy jealousy
epurn like fire?
6 *Pour out thy wrath upon the heathen that have not known
thee, & upon the kingdoms that have not called upon thy Name.
7 For they have devoured Jaakéb and made his dwelling place
desolate.

9 Help us, 6 God of our "salvation, for the glory of thy Name, and
deliver us, and be merciful unto our sins for thy name’s sake.

4 d Whereof some came of Abraham, but were degenerate: and others
were open enemies to your religion, but they both laughed at our
miseries.

5 e Will you utterly consume us for our sins, before you take us to
mercy?

6 *Jer. 10.25.

8 f Which we and our fathers have committed.

8 g And stay not till we have recompensed for our sins.

9 h Seeing we have none other Savior neither can we help ourselves,
and also by our salvation your Name shalbe praised, therefore, o Lord,
help us.

11 i Who though in respect of God they were justly punished for their
sins, yet in consideration of their cause, were unjustly murdered.

11 k Which were captives among their enemies, and could look for
nothing but death.

13 I We ought to desire no benefit of God, but on this condition to praise
his Name, Isa. 43.21.
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1 Alamentable prayer to God to help the miseries of his Church,
8 Desiring him to consider their first estate, when his favor
shined towards them, to the intent that he might finish that work
which he had begonne.

8 g Seeing that of your mercy you have made us a most dear
possession to you, and we through our sins are made open for wild
beasts to devour us, declare again your love and finish the work that you
have begun.

5 d That is, in Israel: for Joseph’s family was counted the chief before
that Judah was preferred.
5 e God speaks in the person of the people, because he was their
leader.
6 f If they were never able to give sufficient thanks to God for this
deliverance from corporal bondage, how much more are we indebted to
him for our spiritual deliverance from the tyranny of Satan and sin?

that the Lord is most high upon the earth.

4 d They were not content to take the Church as prisoner, but sought
utterly to destroy it.

5 f They thought to have subverted your counsel, wherein the perpetuity
of the Church was established.
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7 Gebdl and Ammoén, and Amaléch, the Philistims with the
inhabitants of ~Tyrus:

Christ.

33 a Though the faithful answer not in all points to their profession, yet
God will not break his covenant with them.

34 b For God in promising has respect to his mercy and not to man’s
power in performing.

them, and their posterity for ever.

1 A praier of Mosés, the 2man of God.

Ord, thou hast been our Phabitation from generation to
generation. 2 Before the ®mountains were made, & before
thou hadest formed the earth, and the world, even from
everlasting to everlasting thou art our God.
3 Thou %urnest man to destruction: again thou saiest, Return,
ye sons of Adam.
4 For a thousand years in thy sight are as yesterday when it is
past, and as a watch in the night.
5 Thou hast foverflowed them: they are as a sleep: in the morn-
ing he growth like the grass:
6 In the morning it florisheth and groweth, but in the evening it is
cut down and withereth.

45 f He shows that the kingdom failed before it came to perfection or was

ripe.

46 g The Prophet in joining prayer with his complaint, shows that his

faith never failed.

47 h Seeing man'’s life is short, and you have created man to bestow

your benefits upon him, except you haste to help, death will prevent you.

50 i He means that God’s enemies did not only slander him behind his

back: but also mocked him to his face, and as it were cast their injuries in

his bosom.

51 k So he calls them that persecute the Church.

51 | They laugh at us, which patiently wait for the coming of your Christ.
Psalm 90

a Thus the Scripture used to call the Prophets.

1 b You have been as an house and defence unto us in all our troubles

and travails now this four hundred years.

2 ¢ You have chosen us to be your people before the foundations of the

world were laid.

3 d Moses by lamenting the frailty and shortness of man’s life moves

God to pity.

4 e Though man think his life long, which is indeed most short, yea,

though it were a thousand years: yet in God’s sight it is as nothing, and

as the watch that lasts but three hours.

5 f You take them away suddenly as with a flood.
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7 For we %are consumed by thine anger, and by thy wrath are we
troubled.

3 ¢ That is, God’s help is most ready for us, whether Satan assail us
secretly, which he calls a snare: or openly, which is here meant by the
pestilence.
4 d That is, his faithful keeping of promise to help you in your necessity.
5 e The care that God has over his, is most sufficient to defend them
from all dangers.
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plague that destroyeth at noon day.

7 A thousand shal fall at thy side, and ten thousand at thy right
hand, but it shal not come near thee.

8 Douteles with thine feyes shalt thou behold and see the reward
of the wicked.

9 For thou hast said, The Lord is mine hope: thou hast set the
most high for thy refuge.

10 There shal none evil come unto thee, neither shal any plague
come near thy tabernacle.

11 9For he shal give his Angels charge over thee to keep thee in
all thy ways.

PSAL. 92.

1 This psalme was made to be sung on the Sabbath, to stir up
the people to acknowledge God and to praise him in his works:
the Prophet rejoyceth therein, 6 But the wicked is not able to
consider that the ungodlie, when he is most florishing, shal most
spedely perish. 12 In the end is described the felicity of the just,
planted in the house of God to praise the Lord.

1 A Psalme or song for the 23Sabbath daie.

T is a good thing to praise the Lord, and to sing unto thy
Name, 6 most High, 2 To declare thy loving kindness in the
bmorning, and thy truth in the night,
3 Upon an Sinstrument of ten strings, and upon the voile with the
song upon the harp.
4 For thou, Lord, hast made me glad by thy “works, and | wil
rejoyce in the works of thine hands.
5 O Lord, how glorious are thy works! and thy thoughts are very
deep.

a Which teaches that the use of the Sabbath stands in praising God, and
not only in ceasing from work.
2 b For God’s mercy and fidelity in his promises toward his, bind them to
praise him continually both day and night.
3 ¢ These instruments were then permitted, but at Christ’'s coming
abolished.
4 d He shows what is the use of the Sabbath day: to wit, to meditate
God'’s works.
6 e That is, the wicked consider not God’s works, nor his judgements
against them, and therefore most justly perish.
8 f Your judgements are most constant against the wicked and pass our
reach.
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9 For lo, thine enemies, 6 Lord: for lo, thine enemies shal perish:
all the workers of iniquity shalbe destroyed.

He Lord 2reigneth, and is clothed with majesty: the Lord is
clothed, and girded with power: the world also shalbe
established, that it can not be moved.

5 d Besides God’s power and wisdom in creating and governing, his
great mercy also appears in that he has given his people his word and
covenants.

Psalm 94
1 a Whose office it is to take vengeance on the wicked.
1 b Show by effect that you are Judge of the world to punish the wicked.
3 ¢ That is, brag of their cruelty and oppression: or, esteem themselves
above all others.
5 d Seeing the Church was then so sore oppressed, it ought not to seem
strange to us, if we see it so now, and therefore we must call to God to
take our cause in hand.

17 k He complains of them, which would not help him to resist the
enemies: yet was assured that God’s help would not fail.

18 | When | thought there was no way but death.

19 m In my trouble and distress | ever found your present help.

20 n Though the wicked judges pretend justice in oppressing the
Church, yet they have not that authority from God.

23 o It is a great token of God’s judgement, when the purpose of the
wicked is broken, but most when they are destroyed by their own malice.
Psalm 95
1 a He shows that God'’s service stands not in dead ceremonies, but

chiefly in the sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving.
3 b Even the Angels (who in respect of men are thought as gods) are
nothing in his sight: much less the idols, which man’s brain invents.
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4 In whose hand are the deep places of the earth, & the cheights
of the mountains are his:

5 To whom the sea belongeth: for he made it, and his hands
formed the dry land.

6 Come, let us %worship and fall down, and kneel before the Lord
our maker.

7 For he is our God, and we are the people of his pasture, and
the sheep of his hand: to daie, if ye wil hear his voice,

8 'Harden not your heart, as "in Meribah, and as in the daie of
AMasséh in the wilderness.

9 Where your fathers tempted me, proved me, though they had
seen my work.

10 *Fortie yeres have | contended with this generation, and said,
They are a people that %erre in heart, for they have not knowen
my ways.

11 Wherefore | sware in my wrath, saying, Surely they shal not
enter into my "rest.

1 An exhortation both to the Jewes and Gentiles to praise God
for his mercie. And this specially ought to be referred to the
kingdom of Christ.

Ing 2unto the Lord a new song: sing unto the Lord, all the
earth. 2 Sing unto the Lord, and praise his Name: declare
his salvation from daie to daie.
3 Declare his glorie among all nations, and his wonders among
all people.

6 d God cannot be known, but by his strength and glory: the signs

whereof appear in his Sanctuary.

7 e As by experience you see that it is only due unto him.

8 f By offering up yourselves wholly unto God, declare that you worship

him only.

10 g He prophesies that the Gentiles shall be partakers with the Jews of

God’s promise.

10 h He shall regenerate them anew with his Spirit, and restore them to

the image of God.

11 Let the heavens rejoyce, and let the earth be glad: let the sea
roar, and all that therein is.

12 Let the field be joyful, and all that is in it: let all the trees of the
wood then rejoyce

13 Before the Lord, for he commeth, for he commeth to judge
the earth: he wil judge the world with righteousness, and the
people in his truth.

1 The Prophet exhorteth all to rejoyce for the coming of the
kingdom of Christ, 7 Dreadful to the rebels and idolaters, 8 And
joyful to the just, whom he exhorteth to innocencie, 12 To
rejoicing and thanksgiving.

12 i If the insensible creatures shall have cause to rejoice, when God
appears, much more we, from whom he has taken malediction and sin.
Psalm 97
1 a He shows that where God reigns, there is all felicity and spiritual joy.
1 b For the Gospel shall not be only preached in Judea, but through all

isles and countries.

2 ¢ He is thus described to keep his enemies in fear, which commonly
contemn God'’s power.

4 d This fear brings not the wicked to true obedience, but makes them to
run away from God.

7 e He signifies that God’s judgements are in a readiness to destroy the
idolaters.

7 f Let all that which is esteemed in the world, fall down before him.

8 g The Jews shall have occasion to rejoice that the Gentiles are made
partakers with them of God’s favor.

10 h He requires two things of his children: the one that they detest vice,
the other that they put their trust in God for their deliverance.

11 i Though God’s deliverance appear not suddenly, yet it is sowen and
laid up in store for them.

12 k Be mindful of his benefits and only trust in his defense.
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Ing 2unto the Lord a new song: for he hath done marvelous
things: *his right hand, and his holie "arm have gotten him
the victory.
2 The Lord declared his salvation: his righteousness hath he
reveiled in the sight of the nations.
3 He hath 9remembred his mercie & his truth toward the house
of Israél: all the ends of the earth have seen the salvation of our
God.
4 All the earth, sing ye loud unto the Lord: cry out and rejoyce,
and sing praises.
5 Sing praise to the Lord upon the harp, even upon the harp with
a singing voice.
6 With eshalmes and sound of trumpets sing loud before the
Lord the King.
7 Let the searoar, and all that therein is, the world, and they that
dwell therein.
8 Let the floods clap their hands, and let the mountains rejoyce
together.
9 Before the Lord: for he is come to judge the earth: with right-
eousness shal he judge the world, and the people with equity.

PSAL. 99.

1 He commendeth the power, equity and excellencie of the
kingdom of God by Christ over the Jews and Gentiles, 5 And
provoketh them to magnifie the same and to serve the Lord, 6
Following the example of the ancient Fathers, Moses, Aaron,
Samuel, who calling upon God, were heard in their praiers.

He Lord reigneth, let the 2people tremble: he sitteth
between the *Cherubims, let the earth be moved.

6 e By this repetition and earnest exhortation to give praises with
instruments, and also of the dumb creatures, he signifies that the world
is never able to praise God sufficiently for their deliverance. (Shalme: a
musical instrument of the pipe family.)

8 f Magistrates must immediately punish vice, lest it grow to farther
inconvenience and if heathen Magistrates are bound to do this, how
much more they that have the charge of the Church of God?

10 h He shows that the afflictions did not only thus move him, but chiefly
the feeling of God’s displeasure.

12 i Howsoever we be frail: yet your promise is sure & the remembrance
thereof shall confirm us forever.

13 k That is, the seventy years, which by the prophet Jeremiah you did
appoint, Jer. 29.10.

14 | The more that the Church is in misery and desolation, the more
ought the faithful to love and pity it.

16 m That is, when he shall have drawn his Church out of the darkness
of death.

18 n The deliverance of the Church is a most excellent benefit and
therefore he compares it to a new creation: for in their banishment the
body of the Church seemed to have been dead, which by deliverance
was as it were created anew.

20 0 Who now in their banishment could look for nothing but death.
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21 That they may declare the Name of the Lord in Zién, and his
praise in Jerusalém,

22 When the people shalbe gathered Ptogether, & the kingdoms
to serve the Lord.

26 r If heaven and earth perish, much more man shall perish but the
Church by reason of God’s promise endures forever.
28 s Seeing you have chosen your Church out of the world, and joined it
to you, it can not but continue forever: for you are everlasting.

Psalm 103
1 a He wakens his dullness to praise God, showing that both under-
standing and affections, mind & heart are too little to set forth his praise.
3 b This is the beginning and chiefest of all benefits, remission of sin.
4 c For before that we have remission of our sins, we are as dead men in
the grave.
5 d As the eagle, when her beak overgrows, sucks blood, and so is
renewed in strength, even so God miraculously gives strength to his
Church above all man’s expectation.
7 e As to his chief minister and next to his people.
9 f He shows first his severe judgement, but so soon as the sinner is
humbled, he receives him to mercy.
10 g We have proven by continual experience, that his mercy has ever
prevailed against our offenses.
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12 As far as "the East is from the West: so far hath he removed
our sins from us.

13 As a father hath compassion on his children, so hath the Lord
compassion on them that fear him.

14 For he knoweth whereof we be made: he remembreth that
we are but dust.

15 The daies of ‘man are as grass: as a flower of the field, so
florisheth he.

16 For the wind goeth over it, and it is gone, and the place
thereof shal knowe it no more.

17 But the loving kindness of the Lord endureth for ever and
ever upon them that fear him, and his *righteousness upon

God: so the Apostle to the Ebr. 1.7 beholds in this glass, how the very
Angels also are obedient to his commandment.
6 ¢ You make the sea to be an ornament unto the earth.
6 d If by your power you did not bridle the rage of the waters, it were not
possible, but the whole world should be destroyed.
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the mountains.

11 Thei shal give drink to all the ®beastes of the field, and the
wild asses shal quench their thirst.

12 By these fsprings shal the foules of the heaven dwell, and
sing among the branches.

13 He watereth the mountains from his 9%chambers, and the
earth is filled with the fruit of thy works.

14 He causeth grass to grow for the cattel, and herbe for the use
of "man, that he maie bring forth bread out of the earth,

15 And wine that maketh glad the heart of man, and oyle to
make the face to shine, & bread that strengtheneth man’s heart.
16 The high trees are satisfied, even the cedres of Lebandn,
which he hath planted,

17 That the birds maie make their nests there: the stork dwelleth
in the fir trees.

18 The high mountains are for the ~goats: the rocks are a refuge
for the conies.

19 He appointed the 'moon for certain seasons: the sunne
knoweth his going down.

20 Thou makest darkness, and it is night, wherein all the beasts
of the forest creep forth.

24 O Lord, how "manifold are thy works! in wisdom hast thou
made them all: the earth is ful of thy riches.

25 So is this sea great and wide: for therein are things creeping
innumerable, both small beasts and great.

26 There go the ships, yea, that ~Liviathan, whom thou hast
made to play therein.

27 °All these wait upon thee, that thou maiest give them food in
due season.

28 Thou givest it to them, and they gather it: thou openest thine
hand, and they are filled with good things.

29 But if thou Phide thy face, they are troubled: if thou take awaie
their breath, they dye and return to their dust.

14 h He describes God’s provident care over man, who does not only
provide necessary things for him, as herbs and other meat: but also
things to rejoyce and comfort him, as wine and oil or ointments.

18 ~Or, does, roes, and such like.

19 As to separate the night from the day, and to note days, months and
years.

19 k That is, by his course, either far or near, it notes summer, winter
and other seasons.

21 | That is, they only find meat according to God’s providence, who
cares even for the brute beasts.

23 m To wit, when the day springs, for the light is as it were a shield to
defend man against the tyranny and fierceness of beasts.

24 n He confesses that no tongue is able to express God’s works, nor
mind to comprehend them.

26 "Or, whale.

15 h The abundance that God gave them, profited not, but made them
pine away, because God cursed it.
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17 Therefore the earth opened and  swallowed up Dathan, and
covered the company of Abiram.

18 And the fyre was kindled in their assemblie: the flame burnt
up the wicked.

19 They made a calf in Horéb, & worshipped the molten image.
20 Thus they turned their *glory into the similitude of a bullock,
that eateth grass.

21 They forgate God their Saviour, which had done great things
in Egypt,

22 Wonderous works in the land of Ham, and fearful things by
the red Sea.

23 Therefore he minded to destroy them, had not 'Mosés his
chosen stand in the breach before him to turn away his wrath,
lest he should destroy them.

37 u He shows how monstrous a thing idolatry is, which can win us to
thing abhorring to nature, whereas God'’s word cannot obtain most small
things.
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39 Thus were they steined with their own works, and went *a
whoring with their own inventions.

40 Therefore was the wrath of the Lord kindled against his
people, and he abhorred his own inheritance.

41 And he gave them into the hand of the heathen: and they that
hated them, were lords over them.
